4. RELATES TO PERSONNEL OR INDUSTRIAL MATTERS, OR ANY OTHER MATTER REFERRED TO IN SECTION 89(2) OF

5. RELATES TO A MATTER WHICH WOULD PREJUDICE THE COUNCIL OR ANY PERSON. 
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
