Not Achieved - To implement the review, Council is required to
prepare statutory documentation in order to commence formal planning
scheme amendment process. Drafting of the amendment (Stage 2) was
dependent on receiving a response from Department of Planning and
Community Development. Draft documentation is being prepared and
its public exhibition is anticipated towards the end of the year.

Not Achieved. The Capital Works Budget for 2008-2009 was just over
$40.3M. With an expenditure of $28.3M for the year, our expenditure
performance is 70% against the original budget. Reasons for lower than
expected expenditure performance can largely be attributed to factors
beyond the control of the project managers in the following projects
(which total just over $7.7M). Had these projects been completed, a
90% expenditure would have been achieved.

End of Year Performance 2008-2009

Not Achieved. Frankston City Council has approved the preparation of
public tender documents for the Frankston Safe Boat Harbour project at
its 20 October 2008 Special Meeting and also set out a time frame for
the delivery of the project.

The decision follows the State Government’s approval of the project and
the Planning Minister's commitment to make the necessary amendments
to the Frankston Planning Scheme. Ministerial approval was received for
Planning Scheme Amendment C50 (on 26 May 2009) that allows the
Boat Harbour project to go forward. This was much later than expected
which has prevented Council from putting the project out to public
tender this financial year in line with the Key Strategic Activity target.

Council was briefed on the matter on 15 June and it is expected that it
will decide on the public Tender process at their 3 August 2009 Ordinary
meeting. All necessary documents to enable the project to go to public
tender have been prepared and a detailed project schedule has been
developed to guide the project.

Not Achieved. The Climate Change Taskforce is an internal cross
functional group chaired by the General Manager Development. The
Taskforce reports quarterly to council’s Corporate Management Team
(CMT). According to the January 2009 Quarterly CMT Report, in 2008-
20009 the Taskforce organised the Mayor's Climate Change Awareness
Forum in October 2008, provided weekly tips to staff on energy
conservation, and drafted an outline of a Climate Change Impacts and
Adaptation Action Plan.

The Climate Change Impacts Action and Adaptation Plan was not
presented to Council for endorsement by 30 June 2009 due to the

loss of the Chair and a prioritisation of the Taskforce to educating staff
and the community on climate change. A new Chair commenced in
November 2008. The Taskforce was involved in the development of a
Heat Wave Strategy in partnership with the Western Port Greenhouse
Alliance. The development of a Climate Change Impacts and Adaptation
Action Plan work be undertaken in 2009-2010 and is expected to go to
Council in June 2010.
